He is the founding Director of 
the Northwest School of Disci-
pleship, a new ministry of the 
Southwest Church of Christ in 
Tigard. Darren is a native of the 
Pacific Northwest and has min-

istered in churches for nearly thirty years, most re-
cently for 11 years as the Preaching Minister for the 
Keizer Church of Christ, Keizer, Oregon.  Prior to com-
ing to Keizer, he served as minister for churches in 
Portland, British Columbia, and Texas.   Over the years 
he has taught as an instructor at several Christian 
Universities and community colleges, including Cas-
cade College before its closing in 2009.  He is the 
founding director of the Campbell Institute for Theolog-
ical Education, the Chair of the Leadership Training for 
Christ Northwest Board, and a board member for the 
Northwest Endowment Fund.    
      Darren holds a BA in Biblical Languages, two Mas-
ters degrees in Theology and History, & PhD in History 
with a focus on Christian History.   He is fascinated and 
inspired by followers of Christ throughout history, es-
pecially during the sixteenth-century Refor-
mation.  Darren is the author of the Family Worship 
Guide: A Handbook for the Christian Home 
(2020).  Most importantly, Darren is a serious disciple 
of Jesus, devoted husband to his wife of twenty-nine 
years, and loving father to eight wonderful children.
